County and helped to organize turnout to support the establishment of a shelter for the homeless in Waukesha 
 

Hiring of new staff - Common Ground hired two part time organizers: the Rev. Bobby Sinclair and Heather  
Dummer-Combs. 
 

Looking Forward 
Housing - The Faces of Foreclosure Report, concerning the foreclosed properties Wells Fargo, U.S. Bank and 
Deutsche Bank own in Milwaukee County, was released at a press conference on January 19.  Letters were also 
delivered requesting meetings with senior leadership of each bank.  On January 25, the Faces of Foreclosure  
campaign was launched with over 325 Common Ground members coming together at Marquette University.  A new 
Faces of Foreclosure website provides breaking information and the opportunity to sign up for regular e-mail  
updates at www.facesofforeclosurewi.org.  
 

Health Care Coop - Common Ground aims to òroll outó a Healthcare Insurance Co-op this spring with a series of  
information sessions throughout the region in May and June to enroll people into the Co-op. 
 

Suburban work - In 2010, Common Ground will continue to cultivate and grow its efforts in the suburbs.  Each county 
will have a dedicated staff member assisting in this effort.  To this end, a session of Common Ground U will be held 
in Waukesha in April.
