One constant in life is change!  Whether we want 
it or not, it’s going to happen.  This weekend we 
say farewell to our very dear Fr. Francis Tran, SCJ.  
The six years he has spent with us have gone too 
quickly but, he leaves memories that will remain 
always in our hearts.  His homilies have given us a 
greater insight into the hardships endured by  
refugees.  Imagine – water being rationed by the 
cap-full!  While he dearly loves all his family, his 
special love for his mother is evident.  We know 

why that is: their incredible experience in escaping 
communism in Vietnam, life in refuge camps, and 
then their arrival in the U.S. 
 

Fr. Francis’ priesthood is so vibrant and vital, it 
invigorates us with a greater love of God and our 
Catholic faith.  He especially enjoys working with 
young people, helping them to acknowledge and 
appreciate God’s love and mercy in their lives.  
Each June, he lined up a team of young people, 
parents and other adults to head to Mississippi on 
a mission effort.  In really hot and humid weather, 
they worked hard to make life a bit better for 
people living in extreme poverty.  The kids may 
have started out knowing little about carpentry or 
painting, replacing porches or fixing roofs, but 
they came back seasoned workers, leaving behind 
very grateful families.  He also initiated our parish 
Life Teen program for high school students.   
 

Much as we would like to keep him with us  
forever, the Sacred Heart Fathers recognize the 
need for future leaders and teachers.  The  
Provincial asked, and Fr. Francis readily accepted, 
the challenge to go on for additional education.  
To become a licensed-by-Rome teacher in a  
seminary, he faces at least four years of study.  
This will give him the equivalent of an additional 
Masters Degree to add to the Master of Divinity 
Degree he already has.  He will be required to 
know five languages: English, Italian, Greek,  

Hebrew, and German or French.  Apparently he 
receives no credit for knowing Vietnamese. 
 

We are not really saying goodbye this weekend.  
Who knows, we may see him again when he  
returns to teach as a professor at Sacred Heart 
School of Theology.  When asked how he wants to 
be remembered, he said, “Please continue to pray 
for me so that I fulfill my priestly vows in living out 
all that will be asked of me.” 
 

Accepting the loss of a good friend has been a lot 
easier because of the announcement that Fr. Thi 
Pham, SCJ will come back to our parish as an  
Associate Pastor and liaison to our Vietnamese 
Community.

    This weekend, we bid farewell to Fr. Francis Tran, SCJ.  Six years 
seemed to have gone awfully fast.  Fr. Francis began with us as a 
Deacon in transition for six months.  His fast walk and footwork attests 
to his boundless energy reaching out to the youth and adults.  He  
introduced and developed the Life Teen Program for our parish.  He 
was instrumental in developing the mission trip to Mississippi as a 
hands on adventure in service to others by our teenagers.  From the 
beginning, he was also involved with the Vietnamese youth in the  
Midwest eventually becoming the Midwest representative and  
Chaplain. 
 

    At the request of the Archbishop three years ago and acceptance 
of that request by the Priests of the Sacred Heart, Fr. Francis began 
serving as the priest for the Vietnamese Community that came and 
made their home at St. Martin of Tours.  We have been blessed in the 
collaborative efforts of that mission. 
 

    Fr. Francis touched the lives of many by the sacraments of Baptism, 
Eucharist, Confession, Anointing of the Sick, and Marriage.  He was 
instrumental in Confirmation preparations and was an example of the 
vibrancy in priesthood.  His homilies have left us with much to think 
about.  At times, Fr. Francis was there at a difficult step in our journey 
ready to listen and offer compassion.  There were times he spent with 
us or our loved one at the hospital or nursing home.  He has been a 
comforting presence at funerals and accompanied us through that 
journey. 
 

    Fr. Francis will be moving on to study at Rome so as to serve in 
teaching at our Seminary.  He has begun the hard work of learning 
Italian and will pursue other languages as well in his quest to master 
Biblical Theology and so serve the Priests of the Sacred Heart as a 
teacher.  We will remember and cherish his many gifts and talents 
shared among us.  Most especially, we will miss his presence in our 
midst. 
 

    Each of you will have an opportunity this weekend to thank Fr. 
Francis in your own way for something he did for you or with you.  In 
the Year for Priests, it’s also a good time to give thanks for that gift in 
Fr. Francis.
