In my imperfect way, | am here
to be the loving, caring, healing Christ for
you. | am here to serve in His name,
which | love to do. | need your love and
support, but most of all, | need your
prayers.”

So, as we come to the close of the Year of the
Priest, let’s do our best to continue to keep all
priests in our prayers. We are so fortunate
here at St. Martin of Tours to have three
terrific priests. Let’s show our appreciation by
treating them with the respect and
consideration they deserve.
