If God made us, who created God2 No one
created God. God is the Creator. Everything we
see is a “creature” — which means that it is created
— a thing made of “creature stuff”. And because
that’s all we see, it’s natural to think that every-
thing there is (including God) is also made of
“creature stuff”. But God is not “made” of
anything. God is “eternal stuff”. Creatures
“have” being that they borrow temporarily from
God. He always was and always will be.

What does God look like?2 God looks like Jesus
Christ. If you have seen him, you have seen the
Father, says Jesus, 2000 years ago. God the
Father sent his Son, who is just as much God as the
Father is, to take on a human body and brain and
be born as a human baby. That's what Christmas
celebrates: the day that God became human. The
baby’s name was Jesus and he was born for one
reason: to show us what God was actually like
and to make it possible for us to know him. The
greatest way Jesus showed us what God is like
was by offering to give up his life for us by dying
a terrible death on the cross so that we could be
saved from sin and everlasting death.

Why is the world here? The world is here because
it was God’s good pleasure to make it. God
didn’t have to make the world nor did he need the
world to entertain him like a TV show. Instead,
God made the world for the same reason you like
to do nice things for the people you love: because
you love doing it. God loves beauty and he loves
to create, like an artist. He is so full of creativity
that no single thing he creates can express every-
thing about him. So he created zillions of things,
all of which express a little about him. The
bigness of space reflects a little of the bigness of
God. The roar of the ocean reflects a little of his
power. The beauty of the flower shows a little of
God’s beauty.

Why are we here? You and | were invited into
existence by God so that we and all his saints
could be happy forever with him in Heaven. You
are here because God loves you so much he made
you especially for himself (and for us, your family,
who also love you). You are here to get to know
God, to learn to love him and live out his life in
this world so that you can get ready for the
perfect happiness of Heaven. Jesus is your
teacher and helper through his Church, the
sacraments, and through the people you love and
are loved by.

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From the Pastor ...

July is moving along very fast. With the month of July, the Catholic
Church reminds us of some important saints in its calendar. We begin on the
first of the month with Blessed Junipero Serra, from the Franciscan Order.

He was born in Spain, the son of a farmer. As a priest, he came to Mexico
and eventually settled in Southern California establishing 9 missions. His
work in America resulted in some 6,000 baptisms among Native Americans.

On the 3rd, we celebrate St. Thomas, the apostle also known as Didymus.
He is also known as the doubting Thomas. His profession of faith and his
missionary activities to Persia and India are remarkable.

St. Elizabeth of Portugal was faithful to the practice of prayer, including
the daily recitation of the Liturgy of the hours. She had two children and
endured with patience the infidelity of her husband, King Denis. She even
provided for the education of his illegitimate children.

St. Maria Goretti was barely 12 when she died in defense of her chastity.
She has been an example for many young persons. She forgave her
assassin who later converted and was present for her canonization.

St. Benedict, the Father of Western Monasticism is celebrated on the 11th
of July. He placed great emphasis on personal love for Christ, humility and
prudence. "Pray and work" were his motto. St. Henry was an unusually
capable military leader and a prudent statesman. He was elected Emperor
in Germany. He assisted Pope Benedict the 8th in the reform of the Church.

On July 14th, we have Blessed Kateri Tekakwitha, the first Native
American proposed as a saint. She led a life of great austerity and charity.
Our Lady of Mount Carmel is July 16th, the patronal feast of the Carmelite
Order. The brown Carmelite Scapular comes from this Feast.

July 22nd, we find St. Mary Magdalene. She received the first news of
the resurrection. Mary Magdalene took her stand below the cross on
Calvary. On July 25th, we have St. James the Apostle. He was the first
apostle to shed his blood for Christ. He was the brother of St. John, the
evangelist.

On the 26th, we have St. Ann and Joachim, the parents of the Blessed
Virgin Mary. North of Quebec City, in Canada, a great shrine exists
honoring St. Ann at St. Ann de Beaupre.

On the 29th, we have St. Marthaq, the sister of Mary and Lazarus from
Bethany. We end the month with St. Ignatius of Loyola, founder of the
Jesuits, the Society of Jesus. In between, we have St. Anthony Zaccaria,
St. Camillus de Lellis who founded the Clerks Regular(Camillians),

St. Bonaventure, St. Lawrence of Brindisi, St. Bridget, and St. Peter
Chrysologous.

With July, we also remember family members, relatives, and friends who
celebrate their birthdays and who have gone before us. We remember
their deeds, kindness and goodness as we honor them by being the best at
whoever we are. May God continue to bless and guide us on our journey
for after all, we are all invited to be saints.
