I've been writing questions kids ask about faith.
The following were written by Fr. Richard Husted,
OFM, writer for Ministry Resource Update. Even as
adults, it is worth our time to reflect on our faith.

Liturgy - the Word: Liturgy is a word that comes
from the Greek meaning “the work of the peo-
ple.” What makes our liturgy a “shared” work?
We sing; we sit in silence; we listen and speak; we
stand; embrace; eat and drink. In all these actions
we speak to one another and to God with our
bodies and our voices, and we listen not just with
our hearing but all our senses. The real
communication of the liturgy is the moments that it
offers us for being still in open and loving
relationship with God and one another. Liturgy is
not something we do for God. It is our
opportunity to touch and enlarge our experience
of God, to be with God, hear God, know God.
When it works, it changes who we are and how
we live.

Has the Mass always been the way it is now2 The
way we worship has a long and complicated
history. The most recent changes came from the
Second Vatican Council and are what most adults
talk about when they refer to “the changes.”
While retaining the basic purpose of the ritual,
Mass has its deepest origins in the Jewish
“Sabbath Suppers.” Through the years, it has
included many cultural and ritual variations. We
tend to think that Mass is an action that never
changes. This is far from the truth. One example,
the language of the Mass has changed from
Hebrew to Greek, to Latin, to the vernacular. The
way we worship is not a museum piece but the
living, breathing, changing work of a people
seeking to touch God through word and gestures,
song and prayer, sign and symbol. You may have
heard there are more changes coming. This should
reassure us the church is still living and growing.

The Celebrating Assembly: Mass is something we
do together. It is not something the priest does
while we watch. We have important tasks. In
days past, people thought we “attended” Mass
the same way one would attend a concert or
movie. The assembly at Mass has four tasks: we
gather; listen; respond; and are sent forth. When
we understand these tasks, we realize Sunday
Mass is not a private act, but something we do
together. A worshiping community that believes
and acts as God’s priestly people can unleash
tremendous power for life. It is through our faith
experience that God touches us and we touch
God.
